Early Years Pupil Premium and Free School Meals

If you are in receipt of certain benefits such as income support and jobseeker's
allowance and think your child is entitled to free school meals please go to the
Hackney Learning Trust website and register to get your child a free school meal.
Without confirmation of free school meals you will be charged the daily rate of
£2.00. A daily menu is displayed outside Sun Room.

If you are entitled to free school meals the school automatically gets Early Years
Pupil Premium funding. This allows us to take children on trips, offer Forest School
and gardening activities. We really do rely on this extra funding fo make sure our
children get lots of different opportunities to extend their learning.
